Academic motivation plays an integral
part in knowledge production. According
to Ryan and Deci's Self-Determination
Theory (SDT) (1985), the satisfaction of
students'basic psychological needs,
namely autonomy, competence, and
relatedness, in the classroom facilitates
motivation. However, the pandemic’s
social and economic challenges may
impede students’ academic progress as it
illustrates significant inequalitiesina
middle-income class region like the
Philippines. This analysis investigates
the impact of the COVID-19 pandemic on
Filipino students’ academic performance
and present socioeconomic status (SES)
in the country. Specifically, this analysis
asks: How has the COVID-19 pandemic
affected the academic motivation of
Metro Manila undergraduate students
based on their SES ? This analysis used
an online survey to gather and measure
the SES of respondents (n=234),
including the learning environment, in
the pandemic, satisfaction of basic
psychological needs (BPNS), and

motivation levels. Results showed that
the motivation level of students in the
face-to-face set-up was better than in
distance learning, such as BPNS
(f=13.619) and Level of Amotivation
(f=-7.457). As for the students' SES,
moreover, this analysis found out that
there was no significant difference in six
(6) academic motivation scales,
highlighting that when BPNS increased
in nature, the amotivation levels in both
learning modes have therefore
decreased. It is important to note that
there remains scant evidence on whether
severe circumstances like the COVID-19
pandemic and its restrictions impact
academic motivation. Hence, through
SDT, this analysis has contributed to the
body of literature about academic
motivation and students' SES during a
global health threat in the Philippines.

Akademik motivasyon, bilgi iiretiminde
6nemli bir rol oynar. Ryan ve Deci'nin “Oz
Belirleme Teorisi” (Self-Determination
Theory) (OBT) (1985), 6§rencilerin temel
psikolojik ihtiya¢larinin tatminini; daha agik
bir ifade ile 6zerklik, yeterlilik ve iliski
ihtiyaglarinin karsilanmasini 6grencinin sinif
motivasyonunu kolaylastiran 6nemli bir
etken olarak belirler. Bununla birlikte,
kiiresel salginin sosyal ve ekonomik
zorluklari, Filipinler gibi orta gelirli tilkelerde
6nemli esitsizlikleri beraberinde getirmekte,
6grencilerin akademik ilerlemesini
engelleyebilmektedir. Bu analiz, COVID-19
kiiresel salgininin Filipinli 6grencilerin
akademik performansi ve tilkedeki mevcut
sosyo-ekonomik durumu (SED) tizerindeki
etkisini arastirmaktadir. Analizin odaginda,
COVID-19 kiiresel salgininin Metro Manila
lisans 6grencilerinin SED'lerine gére gére
akademik motivasyonunu nasil etkiledigi
sorusu yer almaktadir. Bu ¢alismada, kiiresel
salginda 6§renme ortamyi, temel psikolojik
ihtiyaclarmn (TPIler) karsilanmasi ve
motivasyon seviyeleri dahil olmak tizere
katilimcilarin SED'lerini (n = 234) toplamak ve

Sonuglar TPiler (f = 13.619) ve amotivasyon
diizeyleriyle (f =-7.457), yiiz ylize egitimde
dgrencilerin motivasyon diizeyinin uzaktan
6grenmeye gore daha iyi oldugunu
g6stermigtir. Buna ek olarak, alt1 (6)
akademik motivasyon dlceginde 6grencilerin
SEDlerine gére anlaml bir fark olmadigi
tespit edilmistir ve TPiler dogas: geregi
arttiginda, her iki 6grenme modundaki
motivasyon seviyelerinin de azaldigini
vurgulanmstir. COVID-19 kiiresel salgini gibi
agir kosullarin ve kisitlamalarin akademik
motivasyonu etkileyip etkilemedigine dair
yeterli kanit bulunmadigini belirtmek de
énemlidir. Bu nedenle, OBT araciligiyla, bu
analiz Filipinler'deki kiiresel bir saglik tehdidi
sirasinda akademik motivasyon ve
égrencilerin SED'T hakkindaki literattiire
katkida bulunmustur.
